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0.1 Welcome 

Smt. Suneeti Toteja, Scientist-E & Head, Food and Agriculture Department extended a warm welcomed to the Chairperson of FAD 32 and members to the 1st meeting of Animal Husbandry and Equipment Sectional Committee, FAD 32. Smt. Toteja apprised the committee about the origin of FAD32 and need to give focussed attention to the animal husbandry sector.
0.2 Opening Remarks by the Chairperson

ITEM 1 CONSTITUTION OF ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND EQUIPMENT SECTIONAL COMMITTEE, FAD 32

1.1  The background information about the committee, FAD32 was already well explained by Smt. Toteja and Dr. Tripathi while delivering their welcome and opening remarks. Accordingly, the committee noted the information that, the Animal Husbandry and Equipment Sectional Committee, FAD 32 was constituted as per the decision taken in the 26th meeting of Food and Agriculture Division Council held on 30th March 2022. The scope was proposed at the time of constitution of FAD 32 and the same was noted by the committee without any further modification. The scope of the committee is given below-

a) Animal husbandry (management practices, welfare and transport) for livestock, poultry, pet and laboratory animals

b) Equipment for livestock, poultry, pet and laboratory animals. 
c) Code for breeding, housing and transport of the laboratory and other animals.
