Item 5 COMMENTS ON PUBLISHED STANDARD IS 17051 : 2018
5.1 The committee scrutinized the comments received from J&K Police on IS 17051 : 2018 Textiles – Bullet Resistant Jackets – Performance Requirements as given in annex 4 to the agenda and noted/decided the following:
i) The committee noted the proposal that a separate additional panel of same construction and material as provided for the panels of throat and collar may be provided for testing the ballistic requirements.
ii) The committee also noted the proposal of SMPP to forego the criteria of fair hit and BFS for the panels of throat and collar and only check perforation or non-perforation as pass/fail criteria.
iii) The committee also decided that in case of ICW configuration, the requirement for upgrade 2 for throat and collar shall be relooked because some users are asking for standalone panels of throat and collar.

iv) The committee also decided that SMPP in consultation with NFSU shall provide input along with proposal for discussion in the next meeting.
