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WELCOME ADDRESS
Welcome Remarks by Head (TED)
Shri Deepak Aggarwal, Head (TED), greeted all the members present in the meeting and thanked them for their active participation in the committee activities. It was decided to address the issues of low
braking efficiency, and absence of parking efficiency in AIS 128, and to formulate an Indian Standard based on the same. Society of Indian Automobile Manufacturers (SIAM) was requested to offer their views on information shared in the meeting.
6th meeting
It was decided to conduct a panel meeting on Braking Efficiency given in AIS 128 which was very low apart from absence of parking efficiency in AIS 128, and to formulate an Indian Standard based on UNECE norms. 	5th meeting

The committee directed the panel to look into the feasibility of drafting an Indian Standard on intensity of head light in line with requirements of Rule 62 as well as frame BIS standard for head light beam taking AIS 128 as its base as well as provide some tolerance for in service vehicles. Panel
may finalise its comments by the next meeting of TED 31.

During the panel meeting held on 21.07.2020, Dr. Madhusudan Joshi (ICAT) remarked that an alternate method of measurement of aiming and intensity of the headlight beam had been in use for certification purposes, so the panel may look into specifying requirements for headlight tester with conventional method of headlight aiming and intensity measurement. Mr. Sumit Lalit (Rosmerta Technologies Pvt Ltd.) informed that proper results of headlight testing in form of intensity and low beam deviation were obtained when floor was completely levelled. However, with varying parameters and different lamps, several issues were encountered. Mr. Mahindra Pal (ICAT) also remarked that the inclination or aiming of headlamp was also affected by variation in tyre pressure.

It was decided that ICAT will explain headlight aiming method on vehicle as per CMVR to the members in the next meeting (HLLD).Dr. Joshi (ICAT and Convener, TED 31/P3) further requested Mr. Ashish (ICAT) to prepare a presentation for some of the headlight tester manufacturer(s) for better understanding of the equipment.

6th meeting

A presentation on the subject “Headlight aiming and Light intensity measurement method” was given by ICAT and additional inputs given by Sh. Sumit Lalit, Rosmerta. The same were discussed. 

The Chairman pointed out that it has been observed that around 70-80 % vehicles fail in Headlight Testing and some tolerance should be provided for the requirement of 5 to 25 cm range for in service vehicles. 

Rule 138 (5) excludes fitment of Halogen bulbs more than 70/75W for 24 Volts and 60/65 Watt for 12 Volts systems. Checking wattage on in-service vehicle is a difficult task, we should try to limit intensity of light instead. The same need be investigated. 

Chairman may call far a special meeting of the panel on the subject. Maha and TUV representative were requested to share international experience. 

7th Meeting status

Input from TUV is awaited.

Sh. Raj Rengarajan from MAHA shared a presentation on experience on Intensity of head light subject.  Same is attached as ANNEX-3

Sh. Raj Rengarajan is requested to brief the committee.

Decision of 7th Meeting

1) Mr. Raj Rengrajan from MAHA presented the presentation to committee.  Dr Madhusudan Joshi also put forth his views on the subject.

Chairman pointed out that most of vehicle fail in headlight testing and cited numerous reasons for the same. Committee members including ICAT and ARAI were not in favour of any relaxation in terms tolerance. It was pointed out that none of the authorized workshops are equipped with Head light testers, where fleet owners could go for any checking or rectification. After deliberations, it was agreed that BIS may write a letter to MORTH and SIAM that all authorized work shop must install headlight tester for alignment of beam to ensure compliance to regulations.

2) Regarding compliance of Rule to restrict use of High wattage bulbs in vehicles, it was felt that correlation between the wattage and intensity of headlight should be established since headlight testers have features for measuring the intensity of the bulb. Dr. Joshi from ICAT agreed to examine the subject and suggest suitable correlation in terms of intensity of light instead of wattage prescribed in Rule 62 of CMVR.

Dr Joshi briefed that sometimes in the field non standards light
sources are fitted in headlamp and these headlamps are not approved as per CMVR. These non- standard source cause nuisance on the road and is painful for the road traffic.

He pointed that this problem is mainly observed in high duty application. He presented a presentation and proposed 3 methods for solution.

Presentation is enclosed.

Committee deliberated on the proposals at length.

Further committee requested ICAT to arrange demonstration of proposed set ups within 1 month, to demonstrate them to concern committee members.

Chairman pointed out that testing of EVs in I&C is also a concern. Most of I& C people don’t know how to measure the provisions mentioned in GSR. He requested ICAT to make a demonstration for EVs testing also.

AVL also explained about their device which can be used to measure wattage, committee requested AVL also to demonstrate their equipment as well when ICAT organizes the demonstration. AVL catalogue is also enclosed.
