Item 1 CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

1.1 The committee confirmed the minutes of the 18th meeting of TXD 32 held on 19 December 2023 and circulated to members vide BIS DG letter No. TXD 32/A2.18 dated 11 January 2024 after incorporating the some changes:
Item 2 COMPOSITION OF TXD 32

2.1 The committee scrutinized the present scope and composition of the committee as given in Annex 2 to the agenda. After detailed deliberations, the committee decided as follows:

a) Fresh nominations shall be sought from the following organizations as the principal member representing these organizations are no longer part of the organization:

i) DIPAS (DRDO), New Delhi

ii) Department of Jute and Fibre Technology, University of Kolkata, Kolkata
iii) Mishra Dhatu Nigam Limited, Hyderabad 
iv) JCT Limited, Hoshiarpur 
b) Shri Prashant Longkar shall represent Directorate General Fire Services, Civil Defense and Home Guards, New Delhi as principal member in place of Shri D. K. Shami.
c) Shri Sanjay Tomar shall represent Department of Delhi Fire Services, Govt of NCT of Delhi, Delhi as alternate member in place of Shri Vipin Kental.
d) Shri Narinder Thapa and Shri Pabitra Sahoo shall represent Arvind Ltd., Ahmedabad as principal and alternate member respectively. Smt Palak Kakkar shall represent Arvind Ltd., Ahmedabad as young professional.
e) The committee noted that as directed by DG, BIS the memberships of the organizations which did not attend last two sectional committee meetings shall be terminated. Accordingly, the committee decided to terminate the membership of the following organizations:

Item 4 DRAFT STANDARD FOR FINALIZATION

4.1 After deliberation, the committee decided that the below mentioned draft standards shall be FINALIZED for publication as Indian Standards under dual numbering system.
1. [Doc: TXD/32/24728] ISO 16073-3:2019 Wildland firefighting personal protective equipment Requirements and test methods part 3: Clothing

2. [Doc: TXD/32/24727] ISO 16073-4 : 2019 Wildland firefighting personal protective equipment Requirements and test methods Part 4: Gloves

3. [Doc: TXD/32/24726] ISO 23616 : 2022 Cleaning Inspection and Repair of Firefighters Personal Protective Equipment PPE

BIS may carry out the editorial changes in the drafts, if required.

Item 5 DRAFT FOR WIDE CIRCULATION

5.1 The committee decided to issue the draft revision of IS 16890 under wide circulation for a period of 1 month for eliciting technical comments.
Item 6 COMMENTS ON PUBLISHED STANDARDS

6.1 The committee decided to constitute a panel to recommend whether blinds shall be covered under the scope of IS 15741. 
6.2 The committee decided to finalize an amendment on IS 15748 : 2008 for Clothing to protect against heat and flame:
6.3 The committee decided to finalize an amendment on 15809 : 2017 on High Visibility Warning Clothing: The committee also decided that the data for chromaticity coordinates and luminous factor for cotton based background materials shall be provided by Star Safety Hub Pvt Ltd.
6.4 The committee noted/decided as follows:
i) The committee also noted that the term ‘non-domestic furniture’ in the title and scope of the standard IS 15768 : 2008 implies the furniture to be used in public places like offices, malls, airports, restaurants, underground shopping complexes, museums, hospitals, place of worships, educational institutions etc. The committee also noted that a list of types of premises is also given in Annex A of the standard for guidance, classifying the premises under different hazard category. The classification of a particular premises into one of the hazard categories is a decision for staff responsible for fire safety.
ii) The committee also decided to allocate this standard to the panel under item 6.1 of the minutes under the convenorship of Dr M S Parmar, NITRA, Ghaziabad for extensive revision. BIS shall prepare a draft revision incorporating recommendation of the panel and the same shall be placed before the committee in the next meeting for discussion and decision.
Item 7 NEW WORK ITEM PROPOSAL
7.1 The committee decided that a P-draft on the subject of aluminized firefighters suit shall be prepared by the above working group taking assistance from ISO 15538:2001, EN 1486 and NFPA 1971.
7.2 The committee decided not to take up the subject for standardization for time being.
7.3 The committee decided to issue the draft for Fire-resistant fabric as given in Annex 11 to the agenda under wide circulation for a period of 1 months for eliciting technical comments.
Item 8 REVIEW OF INDIAN STANDARDS

8.1 The committee decided to reaffirm the the standards without any change from March 2024 for a period of 5 years.
Item 9 STANDARD RECOMMENDED FOR WITHDRAWL
9.1 The committee decided to recommend to TXDC for the withdrawal of the above-mentioned standard as the product is neither being manufactured nor being used.
Item 10 ANY OTHER BUSINESS
10.1 The committee decided to finalize an amendment on on IS 16655 : 2017 for Clothing for use in Welding and Allied Process
10.2 There being no other business, the meeting ended with a vote of thanks to and from the chair.
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
