2.2  Composition 

2.2.1 During the meeting, the committee reviewed the participation of members in the last three sectional committee meetings of SSD 15 and observed that the following six member organizations are not consistent (absent in two out of three meetings):

e) National Council of Educational Research and Training, New Delhi; and

In effort to strengthen the panel, the committee also decided to co-opt Dr Karuni Subrahmanyam and Dr Rohini Satyan in panel on non-negotiable standards for schools (SSD 15/P-5). 

Ms. Arti Khosla informed the committee that she would like to suggest more name of experts for their co-option in the panel. The committee requested her to share their CV with BIS for discussion in next month.

Item 3 DRAFT UNDER CONSIDERATION

The committee deliberated item 3 of the agenda and discussed the subject ‘Non-negotiable standards for school’ for standardization.

After the discussion the committee decided to extract the available information on service standards in school education and prepare a working draft by November 2024 under panel SSD 15:P5.  

Item 4 New Work Item Proposal (NWIP)

The committee deliberated item 4 of the agenda and discussed the NWIP on ‘New Uniform Code of Practice for Standardizing for School Education’ received from Satyendra Kumar Sharma, BITS Pilani. As the scope of this NWIP is similar to the subject identified by the committee ‘Non-negotiable standards for school’, the committee decide to not accept the NWIP.

Item 5 R&D on Foundation Learning Services

The committee deliberated on the ToR for the research project on ‘A comprehensive study on foundation learning services’ and provided their suggestion/comments. As the ToR needs more deliberation, the committee decided to conduct a study group meeting to revise the ToR.

Item 5 DATE AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING

The Sectional Committee noted the information given in item 6 of the agenda and planned the next committee meeting tentatively on 20th Nov 2024 in Hybrid mode.

Item 6 ANY OTHER BUSINESS
