ITEM 1 CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES OF THE FIFTEENTH MEETING

Item 2 SCOPE, ACTIVITIES & COMPOSITION OF THE SECTIONAL COMMITTEE

2.1   SCOPE & ACTIVITIES OF THE COMMITTEE

2.1.1 Scope of Agriculture and Food Processing Equipment Sectional Committee, FAD 20 is given in Annex- I.
2.1.2 In the previous meeting, The Committee deliberated on the information given in 13 of agenda regarding the request to transfer of Indian Standards on Protected Cultivation to FAD 22 from FAD 20. The Committee was of opinion that all the standards on Protected Cultivation should be in one Committee and as the Scope of FAD 22 permits formulation of Indian Standards on ‘Protected Cultivation’, thus the standards pertaining to it will be transferred to FAD 22.
2.2.3 The Committee took note of the scope of FAD 22 and decided to request for transfer of subject ‘Post Harvest Management System for loss free packaging, storage and transport, and value addition related aspects’ from the scope of FAD 22 to FAD 20.

The decision of the Committee has been forwarded to FAD 22, however meeting of FAD 22 is yet to be held.

Standards of this TC also focus on hygienic design principles.

Excluded are the fields covered by ISO/TC 23 (Tractors and machinery for agriculture and forestry), ISO/TC 283 (Occupational health and safety management) and ISO/TC 293 (Feed machinery)
