Item 12 ANY OTHER BUSINESS 

12.1. Shri Peeyush Prakash, CMD-III (BIS), as well as multiple members brought attention of the 

committee to the issues of interpretation of provisions of standards under ETD 32 and incoming 

queries regarding the same, especially regarding coverage of appliances within the scope of IS 302 

series standards.  

Taking cognizance of this, the committee decided to form a panel for this purpose, with Shri P K 

Mukherjee as Convenor, and CMD-III (BIS) officer dealing with electrical appliances as member. 

Other members of the panel will be decided in consultation with the Chairperson. The submission of 

the panel will be deemed as the considered viewpoint of ETD 32. 

12.2 The committee decided that whenever a Quality Control Order, that involves aspects covered 

within the scope of ETD 32, is being considered, ETD 32 will be consulted regarding the same. 

12.3 Development of national standards on Demand Response  

The inputs earlier submitted by Shri P.K. Mukherjee to BIS over e-mail regarding the subject were 

discussed during the meeting. It was decided that Shri Mukherjee may submit a draft on the lines of 

IEC TS 62950:2017 (Household and similar electrical appliances - Specifying smart capabilities of 

appliances and devices) for ETD 32 to work upon and take forward. 

There being no further business, the meeting ended with a vote of the thanks to the chair.
