4.2.1 After detailed deliberations, the committee decided to finalize the draft amendment for publication after incorporating the editorial changes, if any.
Item 5 NEW SUBJECT FOR STANDARDIZATION

5.1 The committee scrutinized the proposal for formulation of new standard on “Digital Grading Instrument for Jute” as received from Dr. D. B. Shakyawar, Director ICAR-NINFET and given in Annex 6A and 6B of the agenda (attached separately).
5.1.1 It was informed by the representative of IJMA that due to the individual testing machine for the different testing of jute sample, testing time is high.
5.1.2 After detailed deliberation and discussion, the committee constituted the following panel for thorough study of the new subject:

a) Dr. Surajit Sengupta, ICAR-NINFET, Kolkata (Convener)

b) Representative from IJIRA, Koltaka

c) Representative from IJMA, Kolkata

d) Shri Kartikay Dhanda, Textiles Committee, Mumbai
e) Shri Ashwani Kumar, Sci-B (Textile BIS)

The above constituted panel will study the following perspectives:
i. Whether the proposal will be the revision of IS 7032 ( Parts 1 to 8 ) : 1986 Physical Methods of Test for Uncut Indian Jute, Mesta And Bimli (First revision) or a separate standard. 
ii. Availability of standard jute sample for calibration of equipment.
iii. The Integrated Jute sample testing machine has been developed or not for testing of all type of testing in single machine as the NINFET representative has informed that the individual machines for different testing of jute have been developed and they are also working for development of the “Integrated Machine” for jute fibre testing.
iv. Whether the equipment has been patented or not.
5.1.3 Based on the inputs received from the panel the matter shall be discussed in the next meeting of TXD 01.
Item 6 COMMENTS ON PUBLISHED STANDARDS

6.1 a) Issue of rate of extension of 200 mm/min instead of 20 mm/min for testing jute fabric strength [IS 1969 (Part 1):2018]
b) Issue of permitting the use of CRE type machine for testing seam strength as per IS 9030
The committee scrutinized the test results of jute fabric samples from IJIRA as provided by IJMA and as placed during the meeting. After detailed discussions, the committee decided as following:

i. Since NINFET and BTRA has no infrastructure for testing of CRT and they are also outsourcing the testing at CIRCOT, the committee decided that the testing shall be done at CIRCOT in presence of representatives from IJMA and/or IJIRA. Based on the inputs received the issue will be discussed in the next meeting.
ii. The committee also requested IJIRA to provide the statically analysis of the whole testing results.
Item 7 TRANSFER OF STANDARD TO ANOTHER COMMITTEE 

7.1 The committee considered the request received from Management and Systems Department for transfer of standard ‘IS 5002:1969 Method for determination of sample size to estimate the average quality of a lot or a process’ from TXD 01 to MSD 03 and agreed for the same.
Item 8 REVIEW OF PUBLISHED STANDARDS

8.1 The committee scrutinized the list of standards due for review as given in Annex 7 to the agenda and their performas as given in Annex 10 to the agenda. After detailed discussion, the committee decided to reaffirm and revise these standards.
8.2 The committee also scrutinized the draft revised standard received from Dr. R P Nachane on IS 3442 and IS 6359 as given in Annex 9A and Annex 9B respectively (attached separately) and decided to revise the standards after incorporating the editorial changes, if any and shall be issued for wide circulation for a period of two months for eliciting technical comments.
8.3 The committee also noted the decision of the Competent Authority of Bureau to review all standards published prior to the year 2000 and in the first phase, all standards of A5 size shall be revised.  The committee also scrutinized the list of A5 standards under the domain of TXD 01 as given at Annex 8 to the agenda. After detailed deliberations, the committee decided as under:

Shri Harit Sardana, Texanlab, Mumbai also raised the issue for Chemical oxygen demand (COD) and biological oxygen demand (BOD) which are critical factors for the aquatic flora and fauna which needs to be addressed.
10.1.1 Dr. Manisha Mathur from SASMIRA, Mumbai informed to the committee that TXD 05 ‘Chemical Methods of Test Sectional Committtee’ is working for making the standard on detergent for testing of textile sample which is equivalent of corresponding IEC standard. She told that the matter of BOD and COD shall be taken care while formulating the standard on the subject under TXD 05. As the matter pertains to TXD 05, same may be taken up there appropriately.
10.2 Shri Varun Gupta from World Traders Mfg. Co., Mumbai raised the point for testing of the flat man-made fibre yarn. 

10.2.1 The committee requested Shri Varun Gupta from World Traders Mfg. Co., Mumbai to provide technical inputs for revision of IS 7703 (Parts 1 to 3). Based on the inputs so received the matter shall be taken up for discussion in the next meeting of TXD 01.
