It was 

decided that all the provisions mentioned should be in line with the CPWD provisions 

as well; Shri Shailesh, CPWD volunteered to cross check the same.   The Committee 

decided that, subsequent to verifying all the details, the draft may be issued in WIDE 

CIRCULATION for a period of 1 month for eliciting public comments.  

 

3.3 Working Draft Indian Standard Method of Measurement of Building and Civil 

Engineering Works Part 13 White Washing, Colour Washing, Distempering and 

Painting of building surfaces [Sixth Revision of IS 1200 (Part 13)] CED (0271) WD  

  

Committee discussed the working draft and suggested minor modifications.  The 

members suggested that the name of the standard may be modified as Part 13, Painting  

of building surfaces, as the other methods mentioned in the former standard also gets 

covered under painting. It was also decided that all the provisions mentioned should be 

in line with the CPWD provisions as well; Shri Shailesh, CPWD volunteered to cross 

check the same.   The Committee decided that, subsequent to verifying all the details, 

the draft may be issued in WIDE CIRCULATION for a period of 1 month for eliciting 

public comments.
