Tournament format:
1. The tournament will be conducted in online mode.

2. Each player will have a time of 5 minutes in the clock at the start of game and will get a 3
second increment for each move.

3. Winner will be selected based on the total points accrued during the tournament (Swiss
Tournament format). Additional games may be conducted for semifinals/ finals or in case of a
tie to determine the winner.
