OFFICE ORDER

1. As per the Powers and Functions defined under BIS Act, 2016, the Bureau is mandated
to take all necessary steps for promotion, monitoring and management of the quality of
goods, articles, processes, systems and services, as may be necessary, to protect the
interests of consumers and various other stake holders. Towards this objective, BIS
regularly reaches out to various Consumers, [ndustry, Government Bodies, Academia
and others for standards promotion activities which are broadly given as under:

a) Interactions with Govt. Deptts., PSUs, Academia, Industry & their Associations etc.
and Standardization Cells through formal meetings and letters.

b) Organizing Seminars & Workshops for various stakeholders to disseminate
information on standards.

¢) Conducting and participating in Awareness Programmes for Organized Buyers,
Consumers & their Associations including NGOs, SHGs, RWAs etc. on activities of
BIS aimed at promoting use of standards and conformity assessment schemes.

d) Standards Club Activities and Programmes on Educational Utilization of standards.

e) Observing World Standards Day, National Consumers Day and World Consumer
Rights Day, etc as special occasions and conducting nation-wide activities.

f) Strengthening quality eco-system through State Level Committee on Standardization

g) Other similar activities

The above activities are being carried out by ROs/BOs and various Departments at HQ.
However, planning, coordination and execution of such activities were being done under
different Activity Heads causing overlap and gaps and difficulty in keeping track and
taking follow-up actions with concerned stakeholders.  All the standards promotion
activities need to be consolidated under one activity head so as to have a focused
approach towards planning, conducting and monitoring them.

3. In order to streamline all activities and consolidation of data on efforts made by BIS for
Standards Promotion, Competent Authority has decided that DDG(PRT) would be the
Activity Head for all the Standards Promotion activities and Think Nudge & Move Deptt.
(TNMD) as its Nodal Department.

4. All concerned are advised to take note of the above and provide appropriate data on
completion of such activities to TNMD for consolidation and putting up to the
Competent Authority.
