CIRCULAR

Subject: Observation of Swachhata Pakhwada during 16 February to 28 February
2019

Department of Consumer Affairs (DoCA), vide its letter No.D-31016/1/2018-GEN
Section dated 03 January 2019 has forwarded a list of the suggested activities which may be
undertaken during Swachhata Pakhwada period. The following Action Plan for
implementation of Swachhta Pakhwada campaign has been approved by the
Competent Authority of the Bureau:

(i) A “Special Cleanliness Drive” will be carried out in all offices of the Bureau from
16-28 February 2019. All employees shall participate in the cleanliness drive and
clean his/her table, rack, computer and ensure dust free surrounding during the
drive. Files and records are to be weeded out as per their retention schedule. All
the departments at HQs/ROs/BOs/Labs/NITS may also initiate action for
digitization of physicai records.

(i) At HQs of the Bureau, a random check of the cleanliness activities will be
undertaken by DDGs in the Departments under their control. DDGRs, Heads of
BOs, Heads of Labs/NITS will take a random check of the cleanliness activities in
their respective offices. _

(iii) All DDGs posted at BIS HQs may organize the cleaning of identified areas
during Swachhata Pakhwada campaign as per scheduied program.

(iv) A drive for tree plantation will be carried out by all DDGs/Heads at
Hqgrs/ROs/BOs/Labs/NITS.

(v) Perform Swachhta related Nukkad Nataks/ street piays, folk song and dance
performances; awareness programmes be organized to educate the students
about waste management, hand washing, disease prevention, making them
conscious of hygienic conditicns of food and cther hygiene activities by the
ROs/BCs. Additionally, wall paintings on the theme of Swachhata will be made
in the premises of school/college/industrial areas/market area/bus stands..

(vi) Day to day activities carried out during the Swachhata Pakhwada campaign will be
uploaded on the BIS sociai media i.e. facebook etc.

{vii)The logo of Swachh Bharat Mission will be displayed on BIS website during the
drive i.e. 16 February to 28 February 2019.

(viii)  Publicity of “Swachh Bharat Mission” will be made by displaying the logo of
Swachh Bharat Mission on all the banners/hcardings/back-drops ot the
meetings/conferences/programmes to be organized by BIS during 16 February to
28 February 2G19.

(ix) Discontinuation of use of disposable (one time use) plastic water bottles will be
monitored during the Swachhta Pakhwada period.

(x) Constructing compost pits for bio degradable waste in ali BIS office premises
during the Swachhta Pakhwada campaign.

(xi) An awareness programme with the Noida RWAs during the Swachhta Pakhwada
campaign will be organized by BIS-NITS, Noida.



(xii)  Certificates along with three cash prizes of Rs.3000/-, Rs.4000/- and
Rs.5000/- for the Third, Second and First rank respectively will be given to the
departments at Hqrs for the cleanliness activities taken during the Swachhata
Pakhwada period.

(xiii)  An action taken report along with photographs on the above shall be sent by
all Departments at HQs/ ROs/ BOs /Labs /NITS to the Administration Department
by 01 March 2019 so that a consolidated report may be sent to DoCA as desired
in the DO letter No. 2/2/S(DWS)/18 dated 14 December 2018 of the Secretary of
Ministry of Drinking Water and Sanitation, Government of India.

Department of Consumer Affairs (DoCA) vide letter No. F.No. D-31016/1/2018-
GEN dated 24 January 2019 has informed that they have decided to give the Swachhta
Award to one of the BIS offices who have contributed maximum to the cause of sanitation
on the basis of rating and ranking. While giving the award, emphasis would be given to
innovative/creating activities and initiatives, mass mobilization for Swachhata,
engagement of varied sections outside the organization etc. The criteria for rating and
ranking is attached as Annex |. DDGs of the concerned regions will have to depute senior
level officers for inspection of various BIS offices under their administrative control and
give the consolidated rating and ranking of BIS offices and forward the report to the
Administration Department at Hqrs latest by 22 Feruary 2019 so that the BIS office with
the highest rating and ranking will be nominated for getting the Swachhata Award.- "
