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NATIONAL FOREWORD

Hard metal burrs are cutting tools used in various machining and metalworking applications.
Their functions encompass material removal, deburring of sharp edges, crafting intricate
profiles, and providing the finishing touches to workpieces. These burrs are available in diverse
shapes and sizes including cylindrical, spherical, conical varieties and each shape is uniquely
tailored for specific cutting, shaping and grinding tasks.

This standard (Part 1) which is identical to ISO 7755-1:2013 ‘Hardmetal burrs — Part 1:
General specifications’ issued by the International Organization for Standardization (ISO) will
be adopted by the Bureau of Indian Standards on the recommendation of the Cutting Tools
Sectional Committee and approval of the Production and General Engineering Division
Council.
