This Indian Standard was first published in 1967 and subsequently revised in 1976 and 1999. The 

third revision of this standard has been undertaken to align it with ISO 724 : 2023.  

The major changes in this revision are as follows: 

a) The scope of the standard has been revised to replace “basic profile” with “design profile” 

and a second paragraph has been included; 

b) Three symbols, d3, h1 and h3, have been added in clause 4; and 

c) The values and formula for the minor diameter of external thread, d3, have been added in 

Table 1 and clause 5.
