The standard ensures these pipes and fittings are made from high-quality PVC 

without plasticizers, incorporating titanium dioxide for UV resistance. It details 

requirements for dimensions, physical and mechanical properties, ensuring the pipes 

can withstand environmental and mechanical stresses without compromising the 

cable integrity. 
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
